EYE CHECKUP CAMP MEDICAL CAMP

Ever imagined life without eyes? Difficult,
troublesome, dark! Indeed Yes! Of the 37 million
people across the globe who are blind, over 15
million are from India.

75% of these are cases of curable corneal blindness.

India needs 40,000 optometrists, it has only
8,000. Moved by this cause, AYSG organised eye
camps for routine eye checkups, cataract operations,
provision of spectacles and medicine, etc. with the
support of L.M. Patel Rotary Hospital, AYSG has been
able to provide for the detection of cataracts and
their treatment provisions at discounted rates.

AYSG conducts complete body health check-
up medical camps in co-ordination with doctors from
Lilavati Hospital & Research centre, Nair Hospital etc.
The team consists of doctors who are specialists
like Eye Specialists, Gynaecologist, Orthopaedic
surgeons, Cardiologist, ENT Specialists, Dentist and
Pediatrician. The camp not only provides free check-
up but also free consultation and guidance from
these doctors.

AYSG has also conducted Acupressure and
Acupuncture camps.

AYSG believes that basic healthcare is the
right of the entire society and thus such camps are
carried on consistently at group levels.

As a part of "THE BICYCLE PROJECT", AYSG
members collect old and scrap bicycles from the
residents in their vicinity and refurbish them to make
them usable for these school children. A truly novel
concept of encouraging education in rural India, the
project has received tremendous appreciation from
both donors and beneficiaries.
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GIFT A SMILE

Under this project AYSG spends time with
Ashram residents of Old Age homes (Vrudhashram)
Orphanages (Anathashram) Girl Welfare Homes
(Kanyasharm) and Homes for Mentally challenged
(Matimandashram). AYSG celebrate festivals like
Diwali, Navratri, Raksha Bandhan and Holi with them
and makes them feel homely and pampered. What
these ashrams really seek for alongside monetary
and infrastructure help, is Time. We arrange special
functions like antakshari, annual day, garba
competition etc. at such ashrams and gift them a few
stress-free moments of smile and happiness. The
million dollar smile of these residents gives us
lessons for life. They make us realize that we are lucky
to get everythingin life and there is more to be happy
aboutratherthan cribbing.

ANIMAL
WELFARE

Agony, grief, pain and desires are not only
humanly feelings, they are felt by animals too.
However, the difference is that we are able to
express them and animals have to suppress them.

With an aim of offering a shelter to the
homeless and voice to the voiceless, AYSG
conducts several activities to ensure the welfare of
innumerable innocent animals; providing financial
support to cow shelters (Gaushala) & providing
fodder, infrastructure, etc. are few of our regular
activities. Bakri Bachao Abhiyan (Goat Rescue
Drive) is conducted every year; under this initiative
we save thousands of goats by rescuing them from
slaughter houses and transporting them to shelters
safely.

AYSG distribute more than 10,000 water
pots every year in summer which can be hanged in
balconies and kept on terraces for birds. We have
set up more than 50 water tanks in the vicinity of
Baroda, Amravati, Kandivali, Borivali, Rajkot
which provides water to Dogs and cows loitering
on the streets.
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Today, with commercialization of dairy
industry, we see innumerable cows being sent
to slaughterhouses because farmers are unable to
take care of these cows once their productivity goes
down.

With a vision to bring an end to this cruelty,
AYSG has initiated a project for GAUSHALAS wherein
existing Gaushalas are provided with fodder,
medicines and financial support.

Also ever since initiatives have been taken to
protect these holy animals from slaughtering
especially during Bakri Id, their numbers being sent
to Gaushlas have beenincreasing.

To accomodate such survivors AYSG has
simultaneously set up new gaushalas too.
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AYSG helped me realize that we aren’t rulers, but
protectors. And thus, we have to use our power for the
welfare of those weaker than us, not oppress them! It
gives usimmense pleasure as we serve the holy cows.




SUMMER

Every living being has senses just like human
beings; animals also feel the scorching heat of
summer. Due to high temperatures, rivers and lakes
dry up and these poor homeless animals end up
being thirsty dehydrated and ultimately leading to
their death. As an Animal Welfare initiative AYSG
centers in Baroda and Amravati, Kandivali and
Borivali planned to purchase pots for them and
provide them drinking water throughout the day.
AYSG placed 50 big size pots for cows and 130
medium sized pots for dogs (stray dogs). All these
pots are set up at different places like at Pawandham
(Baroda and Borivali), Mahavir Nagar (Kandivali),
Dahanukar Wadi (Kandivali) Hari bhakti colony (Race
Course, Baroda) & Alkapuri Sthanakwasi Jain
Upashray (Baroda), etc. Thousands of small pots for
birds are also distributed among households to be
hangin balconies or kept on terraces.
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HAO ABHIYAN

While we pass by the streets and see those
mini slaughter houses killing the goats and sheep
brutally our blood does boil just like yours. People
tend to watch and forget, but we Arhamites are a bit
different.

With Pujya Gurudev's blessings and guidance
every year we save as many livestock as we can
during Bakri Eid from getting slaughtered. Arhamites
visit market places at Ahmedabad, Surat, Baroda to
rescue these innocent creatures by paying whatever
money it takes.

They are not only rescued but are also
transported to Animal Shelters (panjrapoles) with
due care and love. The task does not end here, AYSG
also provides the expenses to the Animal Shelters for
the care that needs to be taken of these animals.
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"Ididn't know such a simple step of placing a water pot
in my balcony would be so helpful! Just a little care &
concern can smoothen someone's life!l" Lets take a step
tosavethe animals & birds from the scorching heat.

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WATER COOLER PROJECT

Polluted metro cities in India witness a very
high level of contamination. Drinking water coolers
which are free of any contamination or germs are a rare
sight in the city. Dengue, malaria & scores of other
water borne diseases are a major threat for people
who drink water from such existing water coolers. AYSG
Kolkata undertook the initiative to start the Water
Cooler Project wherein 32 water coolers were installed
in different parts of the city to provide safe and chilled
drinking water to thousands of people every day.

This activity was
known as #WINTERHELP in which AYSG members on
the freezing nights of winter went on a drive and
wherever they saw homeless people sleeping,
members steadily ended up covering them with the
blankets. On Dec 31%, our AYSG members donated
maximum blankets as part of this drive.
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DISASTER RELIEF

Arham Yuva Seva Group (AYSG) has it's roots
deeply connected to Disaster Relief project. Be it be
the floods in Mumbai or Kashmir or earthquake in
Nepal & Bihar, AYSG has always been quick and
instrumental in raising funds and other necessary
relief materials for such natural disasters. We
understand that the loss of life is irreversible and the
damage caused to the families of such victims is
irreparable. However, it is necessary to provide them
with hygienic food, clean place and proper clothing
to protect them from diseases which follow such
calamities. AYSG has been doing it's bit by acting
swiftly and providing the affected people with basic
necessities to help them settle down to routine. We
have a strong support system of donors and other
supporters who donate/volunteer during such
emergency requirements selflessly.

April 25, 2015, a tragic day for Nepal that
caused mass destruction and devastation for
millions of people and billions of dollars of loss of
property due to the 7.9 magnitude earthquake. The
loss cannot be quantified or explained in words.
Arham Yuva Seva Group (AYSG) quickly took action
for Nepalrelief activities in various ways.

AYSG organized the Nepal Relief Camp from
April 27,2015. On the very first day, AYSG sent food
items having longer shelf life and nutrition rich
thepla(masala whole wheat flat bread) and sukhdi
(a healthy Gujarati sweet) through air cargo. Within
few days, AYSG donated 1,73,600 thepla, 2.5 ton
sukhdi, 1,200 Blankets, 2 ton rice, 500kg chana-dal,
medicines, hygiene products and rehabilitation
material (tarpaulin sheets, cotton blankets,
buckets, tumblers, torches, candles, matchsticks,
etc.).

The items were dispatched in 5-7 different
batches through air cargo and trains. There were
two central collection centers for effective
distribution of relief material (Pawandham-
Mumbai and Parasdham-Kolkata). To ensure that
the relief material reaches to the right place, the
right people, and on-time, AYSG volunteers loaded
